6. Update on TUG Statistics and Reports Group activities

Gail reported that the TUG Statistics and Reports Group is finalizing security restrictions for the Cognos reports web server.  Several TUG managers have been consulted.  Colleges will also be consulted in the near future.  TUG managers are determining who will have access to the Cognos reports on the web.  Staff members with access will be assigned to one or more Cognos “user classes” which have been identified during the consultations.

The TUG Statistics and Reports Group will also be issuing a call for volunteers to become members of the TUG Cognos Training Team.  The team members will receive extensive training in Cognos products and will prepare a training program for TUG staff.  The proposed schedule for team training is May/June.  It is anticipated that the team would then conduct TUG staff training in the fall of 2003.  The team would also be trained to create Impromptu reports in winter 2004.  Gail encouraged members of the group to consider applying for the training team when the memo is issued.
